Preface —

To provide for the establishment of new schools on self-financing basis and for the upgrading of
existing schools, as the case may be, to upper primary or secondary or higher secondary schools,
and to establish such new schools and to upgrade existing schools, invite applications for the same,
and to make such arrangements as may be prescribed. For this purpose, the Maharashtra Self-Aided
Schools (Establishment and Regulation) Act 2012 (01 of 2013) has been passed and the said Act has
come into force from the academic year 2013-14. Also, a detailed procedure has been fixed by the
Government decision dated 20th June, 2012 for issuing no-objection certificates to English medium
schools desirous of joining the curriculum of education boards like CBSE, ICSE, 1B, IGCSE and CIE etc.

Applications were invited till 30th November, 2015 for granting new schools to private
schools on self-financed basis for the academic year 2016-17 and for upgrading the status of existing
schools. The matter of scrutinizing the said proposals and taking further action on the eligible
proposals was under consideration of the Government. After considering all the matters, the
Government has taken the following decision.

Government Decision -

1. Out of the total 5301 proposals received for the academic year 2016-17 under the Maharashtra
Self-financed Schools (Establishment and Regulation) Act, 2012 (01 of 2013), proposals of 3743
schools are eligible. Accordingly, the Government is hereby granting permission to 3743 schools
mentioned in the attached prospectus to establish new schools and upgrade existing schools from
the academic year 2016-17.

2. Terms and conditions of Government permission/upgradation of schools —

2.1 Primary and upper primary schools are required to comply with the Right of Children to Free
and Compulsory Education Act, 2009 and all the rules/provisions made and to be made
thereunder. :



%" 2.2 Permission (Letter of intent) is hereby granted to the management of the eligible school to

start the school from the academic year 2016-17 by complying with the provisions of the Act,
20009 as follows:-

-a) Managements that have fulfilled all the requirements required for establishing a school as per
%?é prescribed rules of the government should apply to the education officers of the concerned
“districts for initial approval within one month from the commencement of the academic year.

b) The management which has been qualified by this Government Decision for the year 2016-17.

.' f,:

If such management does not have all the necessary things as per the prescribed rules of the
Government to establish a school, it will be mandatory for them to start the school within
eighteen months from the date of this Government Decision to fulfill the said things, otherwise
the permission given will be automatically cancelled.

¢) The institutions which have been qualified by the Government and given permission to the
management/educational institution willing to be affiliated with the curriculum of the education
board like CBSE, ICSE, IB, IGCSE and CIE etc. As per the comprehensive policy prescribed on 20th
June, 2012, to obtain No Objection Certificate (N.O.C.), the school will first need to obtain
Recognition. After receiving such Recognition from the District Education Officer (Primary) /
District Education Officer (Secondary) / Inspector of Education, Brihnanmumbai as per paragraph
(10) of the said Government Decision, the institution along with the letter of recognition will apply
to the Government for obtaining No Objection Certificate (N.O.C.) for affiliation with the
concerned Board. After scrutinizing the said application, if the said school fulfills the prescribed
criteria, terms and conditions, the Government will issue No Objection Certificate (N.O.C.) for
affiliation with the Board to the school.

2.3 New schools/upgradation schools granted permission as per the list in the attached

prospectus.) The orders and procedures issued by the Government from time to time and, Il) All

the provisions of the Maharashtra Self-Aided Schools (Establishment and Regulation) Act, 2012
(01 of 2013) Compliance with the provisions will be mandatory

2.4 1t will be the responsibility of all the concerned Divisional Deputy Directors of Education to
inform the concerned institutions of this order within 15 days.

2.5 The competent authorities concerned shall ensure that the provisions of the Act, 2009 have
been complied with. It should be confirmed and only then the further action regarding granting
approval should be taken.

2.6 No change can be made in the medium, location of the school etc. demanded by the
institution for school permission in the future. If the school is started at a place other than the
place for which the government has given permission, the permission given by the government
will be automatically considered cancelled.

2.7 U-DISE Data :- While filling the information in the district-wise U-DISE (Unified District
Information System for Education) regarding the new school / upgrade school given permission
through this government decision, the responsibility of registering it in a separate category as
"Self-financed school" and obtaining a number will remain with the concerned institution. The
State Project Director, Maharashtra Primary Education Council, Mumbai is being declared as the
nodai officer to take further action in this regard. Similarly, the institution will be required to put
up a notice board outside the entrance of the school stating "New School on Self-financing Basis
Permission / School with Upgradation Permission" for the information of all concerned.
